(B,L,D) We cruise to
Heraklion, the capital of Crete and
seat of Europe’s oldest civilization.
Then we cruise to Santorini.

Around 2000 B.C. when the
rest of Europe was sleeping in caves,
Crete had established a brilliant and
amazing civilization presided over by
the court of King Minos. Crete is
Greece’s largest and most scenically
rewarding island and its Architectural
Museum is in a class of its own splen-
didly guarding all the Minoan trea-
sures.
